ARTICLE 370: ABROGATION AND ITS IMPLICATIONS.

Article 370 of the Indian constitution is an article that gives autonomous status to the state of Jammu and Kashmir. It
was in Part XXI as temporary, transitional and special provisions.

History:
v' India Independence Act, 1947; Princely states had the right to join either Indian dominion or PaKistan

dominion or stay independently.

v' Instrument of accession was signed by Raja Harisingh under provisions of India independence act, 1947 in
which he agreed to accede to the dominion of India.

v Indian PM Jawaharlal Nehru and PM of Jammu and Kashmir Sheikh Abdullah signed an agreement called Delhi
agreement (Indian citizenship is extended to state subjects of Jammu and Kashmir) in 1952.

v' Constitution (application to Jammu and Kashmir) order, 1954 - exceptions and modifications can be done by
President Orders only.

v' Dissolution of State's constituent assembly without recommending the abrogation of article 370. So It was
become a permanent feature. (while abrogating state legislative assembly was considered as state's constituent
assembly).

v Dissolution effort of article 370 before 2019; Presidential Orders made after the dissolution of the State
Constituent Assembly except a 1986 order extending Article 249 (Article 249 deals with Power of Parliament to
legislate with respect to a matter in the State List in the national interest)

v Jammu & Kashmir (Reorganization) Bill, 2019 {Ref. Article 3 of Constitution of India}.

Why was article 370 abrogated? Or what were the negative implications of article 370?

Outsiders (non permanent citizens) could not be able to avail the following special provisions as per article 35A:
Social:
v" Educational benefits like scholarship.
v" Gender discrimination - women who marry outsiders, children of such women and their children would lose
status of permanent citizen.
v Benefits of Social welfare programs.
Economical:
v' Purchasing of Land properties.
v' Employment under State Government.
Political:
v' Contesting elections.
v" Violation of Fundamental Rights; articles14, 19, 21.
v'Insertion of article 370 was done unconstitutionally like by President order not by parliamentary procedure.

Other than article 35A there have been other issues such as -
Political:
v' Lack of Compliance with central government plans/initiatives. Ex. Laws on property, preventive detention
or tax system etc. India has used Article 370 at least 45 times to extend provisions of the Indian Constitution to
J&K (by President order only) (+ve)
v' Transparency and Accountability erosion; jurisdiction of certain institutions were not applicable to Jammu and
Kashmir state due to Article 370 like CAG, Lokpal, CBI etc.. (+ve)
v' There is a legal provision in India that places of religious worship cannot be misused for political purposes.
But this provision does not apply to J&K. state does not come within the ambit of secularism. This has led to
reorganization of separatism.
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v" People were not involved effectively in the governance affecting the democratic principles. Ex- RTI act was not
applicable. (+ve)
Economical:
v" Unemployment; According to Centre for Monitoring Indian Economy’s (CMIE) monthly wise data on
unemployment, Jammu & Kashmir had the highest monthly average unemployment rate of 15% between
January 2016 and July 2019 among all states (Double the national average- 6.4%).
v" Imbalanced development because of lack of natural resources like ores and minerals; lack of energy resources
like thermal power plants, hydel power plants etc.
v' Most of the manufacturing activity restricted to agriculture and handicrafts.
Social:
v" No significant improvement in basic facilities; roads, drinking water supply
v" Human right violation; killing public by bomb explosions etc.
Strategical:
v' Terrorism; infiltration and young generation were misled to join terrorist organizations.
v Itundermines the rights of West PakKistan refugees. They were neglected from inclusion into mainstream
population.

Positive implications from abrogation of article 370:

v" Government of India has got more power now; Ex- declaration of national emergency based on internal

disturbances, Implementation of laws based on subjects of Central and concurrent lists, alteration of borders
and enforcement of part IV, IVA; Implementation of RTI act, RTE acts etc which enhances transparency,
accountability as well as democracy in the region.

Inclusive development; extension of 77th amendment ( deals with reservation of SC&ST in state services) and
103rd amendment ( reservation EWS in education and public employment) etc.

Helps in ending separatism, nepotism and corruption.

Women will enjoy greater rights; gender neutral policy design.

Cultural unification and social integration.

Reducing regional imbalance; Jammu & Kashmir and Ladakh as well as former J&K with the rest of the nation;

equitable allocation of resources etc (The central government will appoint Advisory Committees to study about
matters related to distribution of assets and liabilities, generation and supply of electricity and water). People of
Ladakh will be brought to the mainstream Indian society.

v Effective control over borders in achieving national security and integrity.

v' Economical development; Investment opportunities; Private sector development; Businesses
establishment; Job opportunities.

Negative implications from abrogation of article 370:

v' Overriding character of union government (orientation towards Unitary feature) because central government
passed laws without concurrence of state legislative assembly and consulting political leaders who were
under detention. In SBI vs Zaffar Ullah Nehru (2016), the SC held that Article 370 cannot be repealed without
the concurrence of the Constituent Assembly of Jammu and Kashmir.

v' Against the spirit of federalism; Reorganization of a state (article 3) requires its consent of state legislative
assembly. Here also Consent of governor was taken instead of state legislative assembly’s concurrence by
amending article 367.

v' It may even push mainstream politicians to promote extremists views.

v" In Santosh Kumar vs State of J&K & others (2017) case, the SC said that due to historical reasons, Jammu and
Kashmir had a special status. Now, Jammu &Kashmir will lose its autonomous status and hence questions may
arise about the special provisions provided under article 371.

v' Commercialization of the region; Ecological impact- Forests, wildlife glaciers, Lakes etc.

v There is no evidence that coming under direct control of the central government would certainly lead to
greater development of the region. For instance, the level of development in Andaman and Nicobar is not very
impressive.

v" Freedom of people has been affected; ban on internet and strict movement of people and goods etc.
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Challenges:
Strategical:

v" Relationship with neighboring countries willing be affected. Pakistan suspended its trade relationship with
India formally.
v' Internal stability of the Jammu and Kashmir will be hampered; Ex- non state actors (Terrorists) and
Separatists will also intensify their actions against this move of Central government.
Cultural:
v" Threat to Indigenous people; losing of livelihood opportunities, cultural identity etc.
v'  Disturbance of normalcy in the state; Communal riots etc.
Social:
v" Since the region is prone to international disturbances from China and Pakistan, a large portion of pasture land
will be occupied by military personnel. This will affect the farmer community. (-ve)
Economical:
v" Financial allocation is to be provided from central government (UTs); high fiscal deficit.

Political:

v' Other political parties use such sensitive issues to gain political vote banks.

v' Threat to lives of politically important personalities like PM, Home minister etc.
Administrative:

v'  Misuse of power while implementing laws; Ex- Unlawful Activities Prevention Act etc.

Ways ahead :
v Structural reforms by providing all the basic facilities such as education (Right to Education act) roads, drinking

water, households etc.

v Alternate livelihood opportunities; Promoting self employment, entrepreneurship; Tourism, Film industry,
sports, scientific education etc; Induction of youth into armed forces like Mission Reach out by Indian Military.

v' SKilling and training of youth based on Market requirements; Udaan scheme by Ministry of Skill Development
and Entrepreneurship.

v" Awareness program to change attitude of youth; Watan Ko Jano (Youth Exchange Program) to give exposure to
the youth and children of Jammu and Kashmir about the cultural and socio-economic development taking place in
other parts of the country.

v" Promotion for investment opportunities and industrial development.

v' Exploration of natural resources by using advanced technologies; such as there is a large scope for herbal and
organic products (Local communities will also be benefitted).

v' Institutional set up; Ex- Institute of Himalayan Environment Development - studies about Sustainable
development and environment conservation.

v Effective survey conduction and database management; NITI Aayog has prepared 5 thematic reports related
development of Himalayan region.

v People will become introverts; lacking in Social networking, communication skKills.

v’ Digital divide; either between rural and urban or between older generation and newer generation.

v Accelerated hacking; self evolving feature of artificial technology makes hacking self sustainable in

new environments.

Climate Change

Definition:
Climate change means a change of climate which is attributed directly or indirectly to human activity that
alters the composition of the global atmosphere and which is in addition to natural climate variability
observed over comparable time periods (100 years).

OR
Change in average weather in a place over many years can be called as climate change.

OR
Climate change refers to significant changes in global temperature, precipitation, and wind patterns and
other measures of climate that occur over several decades or longer.

Why does climate change? Reasons behind the climate change:
Natural Reasons for climate change:

v Volcanic eruptions
v" ElNino
v Forest fire
v Solar radiations
Anthropogenic causes:
v" Vehicular emissions
Industries
Agricultural activities and Agricultural expansion
Deforestation

Positive impacts of climate change:

v' Minimum temperature required to sustain the life on earth is maintained.

v Lessen winter Kills in countries which have cold winters; ex- Britain, France (in these countries,
deaths due to cold winters is greater than summer deaths).

v" In certain areas where you connot' grow during harsh winter, it is now possible with greater yields ;
ex- Punjab and Haryana etc.

v It melts the glaciated islands in the polar regions because of which hidden natural resources (such as
petroleum, natural gas, silver, copper, zinc etc) can be exposed and utilized.

v Navigation will be possible in certain seas otherwise they will be frozen most of the times of a year; for
Russia, transportation system will be eased though Arctic Ocean.

Negatives of climate change:
Ecological:

v Extinction of species; ex- and alienation of new species. Bramble Cay melomys(Australia) is the first
mammal to be extinct because of climate change; 1 million species risk extinction due to humans: UN
report.

v"Influences niche of organisms like food habits (prey loss), living style, reproduction process,
habitat loss (due to climate change almost all species have shown trend to shift towards polar
regions from equatorial region)
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v Increases the ocean acidification and salinity which hampers aquatic organisms’ lives; similarly
Acid rain mainly affects microorganisms in soil; According to a study, called Global Assessment
about 40% of amphibian species and more than a third (>33%) of all marine mammals are
threatened.

v Eco sensitive zones will have negative impact;Ex- Himalayan region (glaciations), Western Ghats;
Switzerland Glaciers have lost a tenth in their volume in the past five years; Iceland’s Okjokull: 1st
glacier lost to climate change.

v" Keystone species of a certain ecosystem are hampered like Coral reefs.

v" Influences global issues directly or indirectly such as El Nino etc.

Economical:

v Climate change may shrink India's economy around 10% by the end of this century; or economic
loss of 8.7% by 2100 for India as reported by ADB.

v Productivity of workforce will be reduced which in turn affects the economic development. ex-
According to Lancet study, in 2017 India has lost 75000 million hours of work because of heat
waves etc.

v Fiscal burden will be increased due to unexpected and undesired events' happenings. (Widens fiscal
deficit).

v Frequent unexpected change in weather events- changes in temperature, precipitation and CO2
concentrations in the environment as well as pests and insects in the region- affects the most
important sector of India, agriculture - Lancet study (68% of total area is vulnerable to droughts) +
55% of total agricultural area is dependent on precipitation.

Meteorological:

v High frequency of floods and droughts; Intensified cyclones; ex- Titli cyclone in India, Idai and
Kenneth cyclones in Mozambique, Typhoon Halong in western Pacific; India records highest
monsoon rains in 25 years in 2019.

v Glaciations melting; sea level rise; submergence of coastal areas, island countries.

v’ Cities are being converted into heat islands.

Governance;

v Drying of rivers due to frequent drought conditions leads to rise in the interstate river water
disputes affecting to the cooperative federalism.

v Loss of natural resources; ex- loss of forests and wild life during forest fires etc.

Health:

v Respiratory related disorders (CO2, CO), skin related diseases (acid rain), flood deaths, mortality

related with heat waves, post traumatic stress during disasters etc.
Social:

v" Women should face more burden as they have the responsibility of management at household and
community level. Ex- bringing drinking water from far places during droughts.

v As per IPCC report, climate change mainly affects poor and developing countries; World Bank
reported that 45 million people in India will be pushed into poverty in next 15 years.

v’ Effective policy design and implementation; ex- National action plan on climate change (8 sub
schemes), Atmosphere & Climate Research-Modelling Observing Systems & Services Scheme (ACROSS
scheme)

Involvement of all stakeholders: government, corporate (Slef4society initiative), public, NGOs,
scientists, professionals etc, 11,000 scientists in 153 countries declare climate emergency under
report called World scientists.

Awareness and public education: Breathe Life Campaign, Associated School Network Project
(ASPnet) by UNESCO, Stop climate change before it changes you by WWF.

Increasing forest cover by Afforestation and related activities; Ganga Vriksharopan Abhiyan, Green
Highway Policy, REDD, REDD+.

International:

Exchange of information, expertise and best practises among different countries; The Brown to
Green Report is the most comprehensive review of climate actions of G20 nations, The 29th BASIC
ministerial meeting on climate change (2019) was held at Beijing.

Coordination among different countries should be increased; ex- Climate and clean air coalition,
India, China, Pakistan to work together to study impact of climate change on Hindu-Kush-
Himalayan region.

COMMUNAL HARMONY AND NATIONAL INTEGRITY

Introduction:
Communal harmony means that people of different religions, castes, creeds, sex and different background
live together in the society with love and peace amongst them

OR
Communalism is the loyalty to a socio-political grouping based on religious or ethnic affiliation rather than to
society as a whole.

National integration is the creation of a feeling of oneness where the diversities are recognized and
respected by imbibing a sense of nationhood.

It is an ideology which takes three forms or stages, one following the other as explained below:

1. The first stage starts with a belief that those who follow the same religion have common secular
interests, that is, common political, economic, social and cultural interests.

2. The second stage is characterized by the notion that in a multi-religious society like India, the secular
interests of followers of one religion are dissimilar and divergent from that of the followers of
another religion. (No problem of overlapping of demands and interests - Lower possibilities of
conflicts)

3. Inthe third stage it is believed that the interests of the followers of different religions are mutually
incompatible, antagonistic and hostile. (Overlapping of demands and interests of different
groups- higher conflicts arise )

India went through all these three stages during freedom struggle against British.

Necessity for communal harmony in achieving national integrity? (Positive aspects)
Social:
v’ Social stability/internal security; Gujarat riots (2002), Ayodya issue (1992).
v" No room for dividing forces in society; especially caste based politics, pressure groups etc.
Political:
v Upholding constitutional values; fundamental rights - 14, 15, 16, 25-28, fundamental duties -,
DPSPs - 38, 39 etc.
v' More cooperation among different groups; effective governance; Sustainable development.
International:
v" Positive influence on international platform; Global Liveability index by EIU (118/140 -New Delhi,
119/140 - Mumbai), Sustainable Development Index by UN SDSN body (SDG-1,2,4,5, 11, 16)
Economical:
v Equitable allocation or access to resources and opportunities (reduces the racial discrimination of
different regions).
Cultural:
v' Cultural unification; helps to blend different systems of shared beliefs and practises among different
groups.

Challenges in maintaining national integrity through communal harmony..
Political vote banks; hate speech; IPC section 153(A).

\/ Pressure groups; RSS, Jamat-e-islami, FICCI, All India Kisan Sabha, Nadar Caste association in TN etc.
v"Illiteracy; Lack of rationale thinking; negligence in checking authenticity. Ex- WhatsApp rumour- 5
people came for begging in Dhule district who were mob lynched because few people had spread false
news that they were involved in child trafficking.

Root causes like Poverty and unemployment; Ex- Chattisgarh, Jarkhand etc.

CRIMINALIZATION OF POLITICS

What is Criminalization of Politics?

- Criminals entering the politics and contesting elections and even getting elected to the Parliament
and state legislature.

Or

- Entering of people with criminal background in political field by using illegal means such as money
power, muscle power, caste politics etc.

Facts for intro:

> As per the report of Association for Democratic Reforms, there are total 1580 MPs and
MLAs in India i.e. approximately 33% of all MPs and MLAs in India with criminal records.

> As per the report of Association for Democratic Reforms, there has been steady increase in
the number of MPs and MLAs with criminal background in last two decades.

> In 2014, MPs with criminal record were 179 in total. ( Those with serious crime records
were 100 in number).

How does criminalization happen in political arena?

Starting from the first step, elections, in which money and muscle powers are used.
Electing representatives who are facing criminal charges.

Conducting official acts illegally with vested interests.

Generation of black money and benami properties by overcoming the law of the land.

Reasons for existence of criminalization in politics:

> Political party need people with money and muscle power to win elections.

» Judicial delay in solving of cases registered against the contesting candidates
> llliteracy among the public

» Funding of elections

Negative impact of criminalization of politics:

» Ineffective and inefficient legislation. Intolerance towards constructive criticism, decreasing
the number of sittings per session (2017 - only 57 sittings), Arbitrary law making.

People lose faith in transparency of governance.

Honesty and integrity of office will be hampered

Nepotism, conflict of interests will raise in politicians leads to usage of official acts/services
for personal good rather than public good.

Safety issue in working environment such as life risks of employees, harassment of women
etc

More power with less Accountability leads to unnecessary utilisation of power. Ex: recently
few journalists were jailed for constructive criticism on government.

unlawful acts may lead to unintended results like deviation of access to natural resources
from social welfare programs (mining) etc

Discrimination based on groups/communities. Ex - Caste based politics.

Complications in the system to escape from law of the land. Ex: benami properties, shell
companies, illegally acquired economic assets.

Negative influence on international platforms.

Impact on private sector development especially corporate sector.

Threat to democracy

Hampers the economic development of the country in the long run.

Corruption perception
index 2018 - India's rank -78/180.

Judicial delay in resolving cases. State Governments have not yet set up fast track courts to
try MPs or MLAs with criminal background as directed by supreme court.

Regulatory bodies with restricted powers. Ex: Supreme Court cannot disqualify the
candidates with heinous criminal background from contesting in elections.

Lack of political will

Political - bureaucracy nexus

Lack of clarity, flaws present in existing laws. Ex - Using illegal money in elections is not
considered as a Criminal act (as equivalent to booth capturing).

Lack of expertise/ lack of education among law makers.

Ways ahead for elimination of criminalization from politics:

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Disasters and their management
Definition:
Disaster is the consequence of natural or man-made actions due to which there will be impact on wildlife,
people, properties and surrounding ecosystem.
OR
Disaster management is an applied science which deals with the systematic observation and analysis of
disasters to improve measures related to prevention, emergency response, recovery and mitigation.

Classification of disasters:

Natural disasters:

1. Meteorological: Floods, tsunami, hurricane, cyclones, snow storms.

2. Topographical: Earthquakes, Volcanic eruptions, Landslides and avalanches, Meteorites.
3. Environmental El nino and La nina, Forest fire, UV radiation, Solar flares.

Manmade disasters:

1. Warfare: War( nuclear bombs), Terrorism, Civil unrest.

2. Industrial: Chemical spills, Radioactive spills (nuclear power plant).

3. Ecological: Global warming, , Ozone depletion, Forest fire, Reservoir, Mining + bore wells.
4. Infrastructural: Building collapse, Road or bridge collapse, Fire.

Facts related to India's vulnerability to different kinds of disasters:
57% of total geographical area is vulnerable to earthquakes.
129% is vulnerable to severe earthquakes.

68% of total geographical area is vulnerable to droughts.

12 % to floods.

8% to cyclones.

Reasons for disasters:

v Population growth: stress on land and resources.

v" Mountain building process: collision between crusts (Continental -Continental, Continental-Oceanic,
Oceanic-Oceanic) leads to earthquakes or volcanic activities.

v' Water storage systems such as Reservoir; if surplus water is stored then there may be the
possibilities of earthquakes (because it causes imbalance in isostasy between earth’s crust and
mantle) of . Ex- Koyna dam in Maharashtra, Hoover dam in USA.

v Destabilization of earth's crust by human activities like mining, bore wells etc leads to collapsing of
earth, earthquakes or even it may lead to creation of porous area through which volcanism can take
place.

v Urbanization; deforestation; encroachment into water bodies (Chennai floods); releasing of green
house gases and other pollutants leads to environment pollution, Global warming etc.
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v Industries and agricultural expansion; shifting cultivation and exploitation of resources;
deforestation.

Dynamic nature of natural processes. Ex- river changing it's course frequently.

Lack of effective survey, mapping and learning from past experiences.

Negligence by public. Ex- recent incidents in Karnataka floods.

Nagative impacts of disasters:
Affects wildlife; death or loss of habitat, affects on their prey; Niche of all wildlife will be affected etc.

Impact on environment; contamination of water resources, soil, withering of plants etc.

Loss of people and property. Impact on social integration(Family relationship).

Collection of debris (during cyclones, floods, tsunami, forest fire etc); dirty smell and source of

Diseases; especially vector borne diseases.

Increases the financial burden over government because of happenings of unexpected and

undesirable incidents.

Tourist places affected by disasters indirectly impacts the economic development of the region.

Impact on eco-sensitive zones; Western Ghats, glaciers etc

Cut in basic supplies or shortage in basic supplies in surrounding regions; food, drinking water,

medical supplies etc.

v Impact on critical infrastructure like nuclear power plants as well as social infrastructure like
schools, hospitals, prisons etc.

v' After rehabilitation, there might be conflict between indigenous people and displaced people; may
lead to disturbance in social stability.

v Long term impact on animals and plants like gene alteration or mutation etc.

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Challenges of disasters:

v' Unpredictability of disasters such as earthquakes, volcanic eruptions, cyclones (Titli in Odisha), land

falling etc.

v' Administrative hurdles; corruption, delay in implementing policies such as rehabilitation of

affected people.

v Lack of accountability and cooperation between different agencies; ex- when oil spill incident took
place over Bay of Bengal near Chennai, neither Coastal guard, port authority nor Tami Nadu
pollution control board came front to take the responsibility and were also giving the false data with
respect to the incident.

Lack of planning and readiness to respond during the impact.

Negligence shown by public; recently happened in North Karnataka's floods.

Lack of effective training and skilling programs (mock drills).

Geographical challenges for both security forces to reach and people who cannot be able to escape
as happened in Uttarakhand floods.

Financial issues; for adaptation and mitigation measures. And more budgetary Allocation is done
towards defense expenditure compared to social welfare.

Lack of clarity in laws; criteria for declaration of a disaster as a national disaster.

Lack of effective survey and database management etc.

Human rights violation; Denial of basic services; Child labour; Sex trafficking; physical and
psychological harms.

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Suggestions for disasters management:
Disaster management includes mainly four stages;

1. Preparedness; before disaster

2. Response: during disaster

3. Recovery: after disaster

4. Mitigation: permanent reduction of risk of a disaster.
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Preparedness;

v Vulnerability analysis and risk assessment by using advanced technologies like GIS platforms and
digital Maps; Disaster maps by Facebook; Learning from past experiences.

v Infrastructural facilities; godown and other storage facilities; transportation system; helipads etc.

v' Awareness and educational programs to the public; ex- disaster risk reduction day on October 13;

v Training and skilling; Comprehensive Disaster Risk Management Framework by National
Institute of Disaster management. + Community based disaster risk management; Ex- Aapada
mitra scheme; training community volunteers + skilling of police force who act as a first response
during emergency situations.

Response:
v' Advanced technologies usage such as satellite technology usage in surveying disaster hit areas;

Earth observation satellites; INSAT-3DR, SCATSAT, HYSIS satellites etc. + database maintenance (ex -
National Disaster Resource Network) + to provide better communication facilities etc.

v" Promotion of private participation; Corporate Social Mechanism (CSR) mechanism or any other
kind of help. Ex- OLA provided OLA boats during Chennai floods etc.

India’s Economic slowdown in 2018-2019
Definition:
An economic slowdown occurs when the rate of economic growth slows in an economy. Countries usually
measure economic growth in terms of gross domestic product (GDP), which is the total value of goods and
services produced in an economy during a specific period of time.
Facts:
Economic recession is a significant decline in economic activity spread across the economy, lasting more
than a few months, normally visible in real GDP, real income, employment, industrial production, and
wholesale-retail sales".
In economics, an economic depression is a sustained, long-term downturn in economic activity in one or
more economies. It is a more severe economic downturn than a recession.

Facts for introduction:
v’ Stages of economic slowdown quarterly;
2018-19: Q1-8%, Q2- 7%, Q3- 6.6%, Q4- 5.8%. (aggregate annual growth rate of 2018-19 - 6.8%)
2019-20: Q1-5%.
As per OECD Report
v" Global economy is slowing from 3.6% last year to 2.9% this year before a predicted 3.0% in 2020.
v" In India, the growth is likely to be 5.9 per cent in 2019 and 6.3 per cent in 2020 compared to 6.8 percent
in 2018.

Reasons:
National:

v Lower sales of automobile vehicles. (Growth of Manufacturing sector in Q1 of 2019 was reduced
from 12.1% to 0.6% in 2020)

v Consumption slowdown in both discriminatory (such items without which we can live) and non
discriminatory items (food items etc)

v Core Industries (40% of all industries weightage) development is also negative; January 2018-
2.8%, January 2019- 1.8%.

v" Demonetization- sectors like real estate, MSME and unorganized sector are affected + GST (low
revenue; September 2019 collection is believed to be the lowest in nineteen months. + Narrow tax
base due to non coverage of unorganized sector.)

v" Households savings have also come down (M3 money) which in-turn reduce the lending capacity
of banks and other financial institutions; Gross financial savings of Indian households have been
range bound - around 9-10 per cent of GDP. But net financial savings available for growth is
falling. It fell from 7.2 per cent of GDP in 2011-12 to 6.5 per centin 2017-18.

v Stressed assets in financial institutions neither assets are created nor lending is being given.

v Application of green technology; bio fuel, shifting from BS IV norms to BS VI norms (applicable
from march 2020) makes automobiles to design as according to new requirements and selling of
automobiles produced till march 2020 will be difficult for automobile sector + Consumers also
postpone their purchasing options till march 2020, so there will be lower number of sales in this
sector.

v' Import of resources especially petroleum etc. Which largely impact on Indian economy as their
prices volatile in nature; high fuel prices; Inflation.
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v' Governance issues; now central government can impose taxes on both core and noncore

businesses of MNCs as per supreme court judgment; because of which Vodafone and Airtel
companies are experiencing negative profits.

International:

v' US - China trade war ;( exports form USA and China may enter India affecting it's domestic market

and also affecting investment in India); global economic slowdown which is also affecting India.

v USA recently removed India from GSP (Generalized System of Preferences); GSP is a U.S. trade

program designed to promote economic growth in the developing world such as India by
providing preferential duty-free entry of products from such countries under WTO provisions;
India used to export nearly 50 products out of the 94 products on which GSP benefits have been
stopped. That export was worth of nearly $ 5. 6 billion under the GSP route out of the total exports
of $48 bn in 2017-18.

v Iran-Saudi Arabia conflict has impacted on Indian economy as both nations are top exporters of

petroleum to India.

v" Uncertainty over certain governments’ decisions .UK is not certain about timing and nature of its

exit from the European (BREXIT)

Negative impacts;

NPA issue in financial institutions especially banking sector (6 PSBs still under PCA of RBI) hampers
their lending capability

Trust on NBFCs and other institutions is also degrading; Recent failure of IL&FS (Infrastructure
Leasing & Financial Services Ltd).

Application of non comprehensive methodologies in evaluation; GDP does not include unorganized
sector which constitutes 94% of all workforce and contributes 45% of agregate output.

Improper data collection and surveying; assumptions are made in certain cases (sampling) that
may include inclusion and exclusion errors.

As Profit of certain companies is coming down which in turn affects the share market value of such
companies; so investment will also be dipped in such companies that have larger presence in India.
Reducing production in large companies causes spillover effect on ancillary industries too.
Women also face greater challenges; informal sector constitutes 80% of women; so during economic
slowdown either they will be given lower wages or may be removed from jobs.- gender
discrimination (79% of employed make workers get salary, while only 29% of employed women get
salary regularly)

As there is lack of access to formal credit to farmers, MSME industries will have access to informal
credit; debt trap; it may lead to issues like farmer suicides etc.

Lack of showing interest in following international standards while dealing with certain issues; Ex-
arbitration mechanism.

Suggestions:

v

Framing of institutions and giving them necessary power; Insolvency and Bankruptcy Board of India

(IBBI), National Company Law Tribunal (NCLT) etc.

Lessening administrative hurdles; while there has been substantial progress with respect to Ease of

doing business ranking internationally (63r4/190,2020 World Bank report), India still lags in areas
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such as enforcing contracts (163rd) and registering property (154th). It takes 58 days and costs on
average 7.8% of a property’s value to register it, longer and at greater cost than among OECD high-
income economies. Addressing such key6 areas is the need of the hour.

v Financial Assistance; give auto sector incentives to invest and shift to electric vehicles + Incentives
to auto sector employees to upskill on electric vehicles.

v Easing tax norms; No angel tax for those startups which satisfy certain criteria; Change GST
collection to quarterly for companies having turnover below Rs 1 crore.

v" Revival of certain sectors; 70000 crore Capital infusion has been proposed in public sector banks
with larger NPA assets; 30000 crore is to be infused into real estate sector.

v' Liquidation of weaker(Loss making) financial institutions; Narasimhan committee.

v Alternative livelihood opportunities in rural areas especially more emphasis to be given to
agriculture sector to increase it's productivity; MNREGA; increasing the purchasing power of rural
people.

v Increasing the awareness of savings and advantages of baking services; SBI is using social media to
advertise its products online; Twitter handler, YONO.

v' Collaboration of graduation Universities with industries so that academics can educate students as
per the market requirements; Seeko aur Kamao.

v Bringing informal workers into formal system increases the tax base which in-turn increases the
revenue to the government.

v Skilling and training as per market requirements; India's employment rate is just 47% as per India's
Skill Report (wheelbox institution). SANKALP and STRIVE, skill India, PM yuva yonana.

v Effective grievance redressal mechanism: it takes 1,445 days for a company to resolve a
commercial dispute through a local first-instance court in India, almost three times the average time
in OECD high-income economies as per Ease of doing business report.

INTER-STATE RIVER WATER DISPUTES IN INDIA

Meaning:

River water dispute means any dispute or difference between two or more State Governments withr respect to-
the use, distribution or control of the waters of, or in, any inter-State river or river valley or the interpretation
of the terms of any agreement relating to the use, distribution or control of such waters.

OR
Dispute arising while using, distributing or utilizing a particular river basin area among the states.

Facts for value addition:
v" More than 80% of Indian rivers are inter-state rivers.
v Krishna river water agreement 1892; country's first.
Constitutional provisions:
v’ State list (17); water supply, irrigation, canal, drainage, water power etc.
v Central list(56); inter-state rivers and river valley.
v’ Article 262(1); use, distribution or utilization of waters of any inter-state rivers or river valley;
parliament by law.
Examples:
v" Narmada river water dispute; Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Rajasthan, Gujarat.
Krishna river water dispute; Maharashtra, Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh
Cauvery river water Dispute; Karnataka, Tamilnadu, Kerala, Pondicherry.
Ravi beas river water Dispute; Jammu and Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Delhi, Punjab, Haryana,
Rajasthan.

Why/ Reasons for arising inter-state water disputes?
v Depletion of ground water, drying rivers, increasing demand of water in areas like agricultural,
industrial and domestic sectors.
v Lack of detailed coverage of issues while framing laws like no time is fixed to complete the cases
under interstate water dispute act, 1956.
v Building of Dams/reservoirs to meet the water needs for irrigation, drinking water and hydel energy
generation which indirectly leads to backwater issues, low volume of water flow in lower catchment

areas.
v" Politically vested interests like vote gain.
v Inward looking nature / protectionist character of states; that’s why delay.

Negative impact of inter-state river water disputes:
v'Internal stability will be affected by conduction of strikes or hartaal etc

v" Sometimes states don't follow Supreme Court’s or tribunals awards; It undermines the faith in
working nature of judiciary or Central government etc. Sutlej Yamuna Link Canal Issue; Punjab passed
its own law in against the Supreme Court’s order.

v More delay; Usage of time unproductively; efficiency of governance will be hampered.

v It will impact the various stakeholders like Farmers will be affected if verdicts get delayed; residents
(article 21); state government; judiciary etc.

v Rivers will be worshipped in some states; so people to people contact will be affected; Social
integration degraded.

Challenges:
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v

Lack of empowerment of bodies and lack of mutual cooperation among the correlated
organizations. Ex- Central Water Commission (CWC)(Surface water) and Central Ground Water Board
(CGWB) of India (ground water)- they don't meet frequently- don't have common forum to discuss etc.
Procedural flaws; unscientific methods in surveying; not covering comprehensively; no up
gradation in database management etc.

Article 136; special petition; further litigation; more delay. Ex-Cauvery issue more than 26 years.
Efficient and sustainable use of water resources; agriculture (drip irrigation), industry (recycling of
water), domestic (rain water harvesting); so that Less dependent on river water.

States having upper basin area of a particular river will face more flood related issues.

Lack of expertise in personal of concerned bodies; Ex- The composition of the tribunal is not
multidisciplinary;

Development vs. environment. Dams mainly built for hydel energy generation; less water in lower
catchment; affects ecosystem; earthquake; rehabilitation issues;

Affects the relation between states on other levels also such as diplomatic, ministerial level; trades
and businesses etc.

Lack of mutual cooperation among states.

Lack of comprehensive law framing; old age laws; inter State river water dispute act, 1952. (No
time fixed), River Boards Act, 1956.

Even if an independent body is established making its decision final and binding on parties, it leads to
violation of constitutional provisions (article 136); Article 262(2).

Lack of political will; in Cauvery Water Dispute, Tamil Nadu Government requested to constitute the
tribunal in 1970. Only after the intervention of Supreme Court, the tribunal was constituted in 1990.
Impact the bilateral relationship with neighboring states or countries; farakka issue with
Bangladesh.

Inclusive decision making; Involvement of people from affected area, social activists, experts.
Interlinking of rivers.

Multi dimensional approach so that inter linked issues to river water disputes such as ground water,
forestation, urban planning and catchment area etc. will be addressed.

Awards of tribunals will be equivalent to decrees of Supreme Court. (Sarakari commission).

Capacity building measures of corresponding bodies.

Clearly defined laws.

Conclusion:

India has 2.4% of the World’s land, 18% of the world population but only 4% of the renewable water resource.
If sufficient steps are not taken, the uneven water distribution will increase the possibility of water conflicts.
Such disputes must be resolved as early as possible to ensure greater cooperation between the states.

Modernization of agriculture is a process of transforming agriculture from traditional labor-based agriculture
to technology-based agriculture.

OR
Application of advanced technologies to enhance productivity and yield can be called as Modernization of
agriculture.

OR
Agricultural modernization is the process of transforming the agricultural sector into one that is dynamic,
technologically advanced, and competitive, yet centered on human resource development, guided by the sound
principles of social justice

Facts for value adition:

v The average landholding size of a household is only 1.1 hectare (ha) in 2015-16, according to a survey
by NABARD. So to increase the productivity over small landholdings farmers should be enable to use
modern technology tools.

v Around 50% of working population in India is dependent on agriculture but contributes only 14.4 % to
GDP. Modernizing agriculture helps to enhance its share to GDP.

How/ in what way we can introduce modernization in agriculture and it's positive impacts:

v" Mechanization: National mission on agricultural extension and Technology- Sub mission on
agricultural mechanization; sowing Machines, harvesters etc.; reduces the timing, human effort as
well as less leakage

v Drip irrigation/ sprinkler irrigation- Pradhan Mantri krishi sinchai Yojana; Israel model;
sustainable use of water resources.

v Digitization- DBT of any subsidy, MSP or financial incentive PM ujjwala Yojana, Pradhan Mantri
Annadata Aay SanraksHan Abhiyan (PM-AASHA)- it includes Price Support Scheme, Price
Deficiency Support Scheme; reduces administrative hurdles like corruption, red tapism and Increases
the accountability and transparency in governance etc.

v Bio technology- Biotech Kisan Scheme; gene editing, transgenic plants; ex - Bt cotton, DMH 11
(Mustard); pest/insect resistant, heat resistant, less water intensive and high yield varieties.

v Online trading; e-NAM;MCX (Commodity trading platform); reduces the middlemen issue, farmers
get right price, crops can be sold to any buyer from around the nation.

v' Database management technology; ex- bhoomi software by Karnataka Government, data
repository of ICAR; easy portability of documents, accurate measurement of landholdings.

v' Banking technology- ex Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana; financial inclusion, accessing formal
credit.

v Drone technology- Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bhima Yojana; reimbursement of insurance to pre, during
and post agricultural losses with authenticity.

v' Cryogenic technology- storage facilities; to lessen the leakages, for long time without losing quality of
crops especially for perishable crops.

v" Processing technology at Farmers' fields- PM Kisan Sampada Yojana-Mega food park; processing,
standardizing at single point, cost effective for farmers(reducing transportation and storage costs),
employment to local people, export orientation.

v" Cloud seeding technology: Varshadhari project by Karnataka government; to overcome drought,
acute water shortage.
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v' Waste water treatment technology: agricultural waste water recycling + sewage water treatment
methodologies (grey Water seperation)

v Vertical farming technology which uses hydroponics, aquaponics, aero phonics, fertigation etc.;
intensive agriculture in optimum space; Saytrees, NGO in Bengaluru started first vertical gardening in
india.

v Green technology-bio fuels (bio ethanol), bio plastics, bio fertilizers; conversion of agri wastes into
other usable products with less carbon emissions, cost effective agriculture, enhancing productivity etc.

v' Supercomputing technology- National Supercomputing mission - Pratyush, Mihir etc; effective

and effective weather based forecasting.

Mobile technology is playing an important role in monitoring and controlling crop irrigation systems.

Monocropping to inter cropping or mixes cropping.

Happy seeder machine; helps in removing stubbles from the fields effectively- addressing the stubble

burning issue.

v Soil health card Scheme, National Mission Sustainable Agriculture, Nutrient based Subsidy
Scheme; real time assessment method; cropping based on soil nutrients.

Negative impacts or challenges in modernization of agriculture:
v Threat to privacy of data by utilizing the digitalization; leads to cybercrimes such as hacking, cyber

theft etc.

v Tools or methods based on modern technologies are sometimes costly to afford by farmers.

v Ethical issues; Certain Technologies can go against order of the nature; in converting heterogeneity
of wild species into homogeneity of hybrid species or by leading to mutation like incidents.

v" Domination of few companies which produce HYV seeds; in fixing prices, in putting conditions etc.

v Illiteracy: lack of education- unaware about Government's initiatives + misuse of farmers' data by third
parties (ex- in receiving incentives from government etc).

v Lack of effective implementation of laws; Pradhan Matri Fasal Bhima Yojana (centre and state
governments are providing their share in timely manner, data constraints), e-NAM( only 13 states have
altered their APMC acts to implement it but it is still not functional in any state of India).

v Lack of infrastructure; biotechnology labs, gene banks, digital infrastructure such as data banks etc.

v Lack of Institutional set up and lack of empowerment of such institutions ; Krishi Vignyan Kendras,
National Dairy Development Board etc.

v’ Capacity building of farmers; KVKs, agricultural universities.

v Requirement of high skilled workforce: cryogenic technology and cloud seeding technology.

v Subsidy, loan waivers not only Increases the burden on government but also on third party
agencies such as insurance companies, banks as they are facing NPA issues etc.

v Creates technology divide; between urban and rural; between younger and older generation.

v Lack of private sector participation in certain policies such as Mega Food Park establishment under
Pradhan Mantri Kisan Sampada Yojana etc.

v" Development versus environment conservation; environmentalists and social activists pose
challenges against inculcating certain advanced technologies; ex- biotechnology.

v Farmers get informal credit to apply advanced technologies; debt trap; may lead to farmers'
suicides.

v Lack of clarity in certain laws; tenancy laws: non recognition of tenets as formal laborers so they get

financial incentives and get access to credit system.

Population growth; lessen per capita landholdings (1.1ha per capita landholdings, NABARD)

Lack of political will.

Application of advanced technology is not meeting the demands; supercomputing is not giving

weather forecasting.

WWF (World Wide Fund) Report 2019 on plastic waste pollution, 75% of the plastic ever produced in the
world is already waste.

World Economic Forum reports that 90 % of the plastic in our oceans comes from just eight rivers in Asia
and two in Africa.

Worldwide, about 90% of marine organisms and birds are consuming plastic in some or the other form.
Plastic contributes to 10% of all the wastes we produce.

Every minute, 10 million plastic bottles are bought.

As per Environment Ministry about 20,000 tones of plastic waste is generated every day in our country, out
of which only 13,000-14000 tones is collected.

Incineration of plastics in public places leads to emission of pollutants like green house gases.

Gradual long term decaying if plastic leads to change in chemical properties of the soil.

Plastic disposal leads to water clogging and urban floods such as Chennai floods etc

Deposition over oceanic surface will not only impact biotic activities but also abiotic activities like carbon
sinking, oxygen Exchanging etc

Certain places like historical places, beaches etc look dirty because of littering of plastics, which inturn
affects tourism sector.

Challenges in eradicating plastic usage:

Lack of effective implementation of policies ex. most of the states have not implemented Solid waste
management rules 2016 yet.

Unscientific methods used in plastic treatment.

Non availability of cost effective alternative to plastics.

Lack of awareness & negligence among the public.

Most of the plastics are downgraded in India which means it is recycled into low quality plastic.
Health issues. Ex - constituents of plastics like benzene can cause cancer. Recycling of plastics is associated
with skin and respiration related problems.

Plastic pollution: Ways ahead

Bottom to top approach. Empowering local governments in fees collection, levying taxes etc.

Bring in the responsibility of producers and generators. Ex by applying Collect back system approach.

Poverty In India

Definition of poverty
The inability of a person to realize certain minimum basic level of consumption.
OR
The inability of a person to attain a minimal standard of living - Wold Bank.
OR
Poverty is an economic state where people are experiencing scarcity or the lack of certain commodities that are
required for the lives of human beings like money and material things.
OR

According to Amartya Sen(Capability approach) poverty goes beyond income and stresses the whole range of means,

available to achieve human capabilities such as literacy, longevity and access to income(Overall Human

development).

Types of Poverty:

1. Absolute poverty: Also known as extreme poverty or abject poverty, it involves the scarcity of basic food, clean
water, health, shelter, education and information. In such type of poverty there will be struggle to live and
experience a lot of child deaths from preventable diseases.

2. Relative Poverty: It is defined from the social perspective that is living standard compared to the economic
standards of population living in surroundings. In this case poor cannot afford vacations, or cannot buy presents for
children at Christmas, or cannot send its young to the university.

3. Situational Poverty: It is a temporary type of poverty based on occurrence of an adverse event like environmental
disaster, job loss and severe health problem.

4. Generational Poverty: It is handed over to individual and families from one generation to the one. This is more
complicated as there is no escape

5. Rural Poverty: It occurs in rural areas with population below 50,000. It is the area where there are less job
opportunities, less access to services, less support for disabilities and quality education opportunities.

6. Urban Poverty: It occurs in the metropolitan areas with population over 50,000. These are some major challenges
faced by the Urban Poor like limited access to health and education, inadequate housing and services.

Facts for value addition:
Global Multi dimensional Poverty Index 2018:
» 1.34 billion People from 105 countries (total 23.3%) are multidimensionally poor.
» Poverty rate in India came down from 55% to 28% over the period of 2006 to 2016.
» In India, Poor nutrition is the largest contributor to multidimensional poverty followed by not having a
household member with at least six years of education.
The Annual Wealth Check report 2019 of Oxfam:
» Top 10% of the richest population in India holds 77.4% of the total national wealth.
» The top 1% of India’s richest got richer by 39% as against just 3% increase in the wealth for the bottom
half of the population.

» Human Development Index (HDI) 2018 of United Nations Development Program. India’s rank- 130/189.

» Global Gender Gap Index 2018 of World Economic Forum : India’s rank — 108/149.

» Global Hunger Index (GHI) 2018 of International Food Policy Research Institute (IFPRI) and
Welthungerhilfe.: India’s rank- 103/119.

» National poverty estimation (% below poverty line in 2011-12) by Ministry of Statistics and Program
Implementation (2018): Rural: 25.7% ,Urban: 13.7 % ,Total: 21.9%
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» Tendulkar committee : It suggested a shift away from calorie based model to nutritional outcomes based
model.

Causes:
» Regional imbalance: Differences based on allocation of natural resources + non productive utilization of
resources (Ex- Jarkhand, Chattisagarh).

» Unemployment — purchasing power of people will be hampered.

» Health issues - malnourishment, disease burden - lack of productivity of workforce

» literacy - unskilled and semiskilled workforce- Low profile jobs.

» Lack of effective implementation of laws like MPLADs, MLALADS etc

» Unequal distribution of opportunities and wealth.

» Inflation- Rise in commodity prices.

» Structural reasons - lack of infrastructure such as transportation, drinking water supply etc

» Agricultural reasons- traditional practices. Majority crop sown are in India is dependent on monsoon only.
» Larger population- Per capita income will be less. Per capita land holdings will be less.

> Social exclusion- Safai Karmacharis, Untouchables etc.

Consequences of poverty in India:

» Unemployment

» Involve in militancy, insurgency, naxalism etc.

» Health issues- Stunting, wasting, Low Birth Weight, out of pocket expenditure, bad dietary habits etc.
» Social evils- llliteracy, early drop outs, child marriage, child marriage

» Migration- Slum development

» Criminal acts/lllegal acts will increase- Drug abuse, human trafficking, rapes etc.

» Less revenue for government.

Relevance of Gandhiji’s principles in today’s world

Introduction

Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi was born on 2nd October 1869 in Porbandar, in the State of Gujarat, India.
So we celebrated his 150th birthday this year. On the 150th birth Anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi in
2019, AIM, NITI Aayog’s Atal Tinkering Labs (ATL) and UNICEF India, including Generation Unlimited, have
launched The Gandhian Challenge to promote a culture of innovation and entrepreneurship in the country.

Mahatma Gandhi was a true leader of masses. His life and teachings are great source of inspiration for the
today's youth. He was such an icon for the youth that showed the spirit of glory and way to freedom for
Indians. Gandhian philosophy is not only simultaneously political, moral and religious; it is also traditional
and modern, simple and complex. His principles can be summarised as follows.

Principles and their relevance:
Wealth without work:

v Leads to unproductive usage of resources and opportunities; Leads to creation of black money, tax

evasion etc. Wealth due to work leads equal access to wealth and resources.
Commerce without morality:

v Leads to mislead the consumers. Deceiving in business may hamper those who are economically

weaker sections. Commerce with morality leads to inclusive development.
Science without humanity:

v Leads to events that can create massive impact on society such as nuclear bombs, missiles,
organized crimes. But science with humanity yields greater good for greater people such as
nuclear energy, Internet, mobile, laptop etc.

Politics without principles:

v It means having more power with less Accountability which in turn causes to misuse the power for
personal interests. Ex criminalization of politics, misuse of government vehicles for personal use.
Politics with principles will effective policy design and implementation which leads to growth of
the nation.

Knowledge without character:

v" More knowledge but lack of behaviour does not fetch respect to any one. And it restricts the
sharing of information; knowledge with character inculcates moral values such as honesty,
integrity, empathy and compassion.

Religion without sacrifice:

v' It causes conflicts among different communities or groups as no-one will be ready to sacrifice their
interests, needs, demands; ex- Dadri Lynching incident. So religion with sacrifice will not only
enhance cultural unity in diversity bur also leads to national integrity.

Pleasure without conscience:

v It means happiness earned at the cost of others. Main drivers of climate change, developed
countries have been advanced due to industrialization during 18th century at the cost of developing
and poor countries, now they have to compensate it any possible form. Other examples could be
sexual harassment, deforestation, usage of plastic bags. So we have to be aware at every action that
we do which might impact us in one or the other way.

Non violence (Ahimsa):

v It means more peacefulness or absence of violence; it means you should have affection, love towards

everyone and everything. It helps in tackling poaching, hunting of wild animals illegally, domestic
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violence, child slavery, animal sacrifice during festivals etc. (Prevention of Cruelty to Animals
Act,1960; Animal welfare board of India).
Truth (Satya):

v According to Gandhiji, truth was meant to be relative truth. It means there is also absolute or
ultimate truth which means God according to Gandhiji. And moral laws are the basis to ultimate truth.
[t restraints one from falsehood and it inculcates ethical and moral responsibility in oneself.

Sarvodaya:

v It means Progress for all or Inclusive development(social, economical, political); it indirectly
indicates about the participatory democracy. Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana lead to financial
inclusion of all sections especially those who are socially and economically backward.

Ramarajya:

v" The Mahatma envisioned the ideal form of governance as Ramarajya. By Ramarajya, Gandhi meant a
form of government which involves the empowerment of people at grassroots, equality of
opportunity, decentralization of administration, cooperative participation of people, and
democratic self-governance. Promotes gender equality and women empowerment; In that society
she can take her own decisions to get any desired outcomes.(14, 15, 16, adultery (IPC section 497) is
no longer a crime, ban on instant Triple talaq).

Local self government(article 40):

v" More power should be given to local bodies; Bottom to top approach; Utililization of local resources,
local human power, local ideas. So solutions can be found out for region specific problems. + Helps
in deeper penetration of government schemes.(73 and 74t constitutional amendment)

Khadi/Cottages industries(article 43):

v These cottage industries make us self reliant and eco friendly; it makes us not to dependant on others.
+ Prevents migration towards cities. (Khadi and Village industries corporation, Khadi mark -
branding).

Upliftment of weaker sections(article 46):

v" Those who are socially and economically backward sections should be made provided with
resources and opportunities so that social democracy will be upheld.(77th and 103rd
constitutional amendment)

Prohibition of intoxicants such as alcohol(article 47):

v India is currently the youngest country in the world because of major demographic dividend. So it
will have majority of population as youth till 2055. So if it is used effectively then India could propel it's
growth at greater rate. So to maintain healthy workforce in the nation, intoxication acts as a hurdle
(Prevention of Illicit Trafficking in Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act, Cigarettes
and Other Tobacco Products Act, 2003)

Prohibition of slaughtering of bovine animals(article48) ;

v Itreduces the availability of balanced diet such as milk as well as reduces the source of income of

those households who are dependent on it.
Talismanism:

v "T'will give you a talisman. Whenever you are in doubt, or when the self becomes too much with you, apply
the following test. Recall the face of the poorest and the weakest man [woman] whom you may have seen,
and ask yourself, if the step you contemplate is going to be of any use to him [her]. Will he [she] gain
anything by it? Will it restore him [her] to a control over his [her]own life and destiny? In other words, will
it lead to swaraj [freedom] for the hungry and spiritually starving millions? Then you will find your doubts
and yourself melt away." It encompasses all the values such selflessness, love, sharing & caring,
humanity, antodaya, Sarvodaya, sympathy, sensibility, empathy, sacrifice which are very helpful in
individual development and nation’s growth.

Lesss relevance of certain principles:

Though Gandhiji's principles are very helpful in not only empowerment of individuals but also in nation's
development along with environmental conservation but in certain areas we cannot be able to apply
them in this era.
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v Non violence: while dealing with terrorism and frequent cease fires from neighbouring countries,
non violence has not played very important role. So we shouldn’t keep quite during such situations, we
should also retaliate against them to keep our country stable and secure.

v Gandhiji believed that Industrialization is the root cause of environmental degradation;
Industrialization is also very necessary for a country's development; and apart from industrialization
there are also other factors such as vehicle usage, households and even agriculture have lead to
environmental degradation; in such scenario, applying clean and green technologies can lessen the
impact.

v Self sufficiency: India's Population is very large; so to satisfy the needs and demands of population,
countries have to share (import and export) resources among themselves. Sometimes our
geographical constraints (Ladakh, other Himalayan states) do not let us grow/obtain what we need.
In such scenario we have to depend on others.

v’ Satyagrah is longer applicable in today's world because administration or politicians neglect such
acts and delay in taking decisions. For example Anna Hazare protested for passing of Lokpal bill to
reduce the Corruption in governance. Though he followed Gandhiji's Satyagrah path but bill was not
passed immediately.

Challenges in understanding and implementing Gandhiji's principles in today's era:

v Globalization: import from different countries may hurt domestic economy and it may even lead to
deindustrialization and unemployment as happened during British era. And also it influences
cultures of different countries like in food, living, dressing styles.

v" Most of the investment is happening in urban areas; more industrialization; overall development of
people living in such areas: so rural people are migrating towards cities which indirectly affects the
agriculture and leads to rural deindustrialization.

v There is social stigma towards certain classes such untouchables, safaikarmacharis etc because of
which those people can't be able to get basic facilities to live in the society.

v" Illiteracy leading to unawareness and negligence in checking authenticity of any information
received poses a challenge. It leads to following of any faiths blindly which in turn causes communal
violence and intolerance related issues.

v Certain principles are being misused; misuse of reservation; Patel, Patidar and Yadav reservations
had raised questions; Caste based politics.

v Lack of political will

Ways ahead:
v' Generating awareness and educating public about importance of Gandhiji's principles as we did in
Swachcha Bharat Abhiyan.
v’ Spreading the important values of Gandhiji's principles on International platform; October 2nd of
every year is celebrated as non-violence day all over the world.

Role of judiciary in India

What is Judiciary?

The judiciary is that branch of the government that interprets law, settles disputes and administers
justice to all citizens. The judiciary is considered the watchdog of democracy, and also the guardian of the
Constitution.

India has integrated judiciary system; India has hierarchical structure in the following way- Supreme Court-
> High Court-> District Court-> Subordinate Courts. Apart from this structure there is also another type of
system called as quasi judicial system.

Quasi judicial body: 1t is the one which has the right to hold hearings and conduct investigations apart from
its core functions. Examples: National Consumer Disputes Redressal Commission, National Commission on
Scheduled Castes, National Human Rights Commission, State Human Rights Commission, Competition
Commission of India, Central Information Commission, State Information Commission etc.

There are two types of laws system;

Civil Law: Civil Law consists of a body of rules, procedures, regulations and judicial precedents that helps
in resolving the various non-criminal disputes. Ex- ordinary issues, private matters, marriage conflicts etc.
Criminal Law: A body of rules and statutes that defines conduct prohibited by the government because it
threatens and harms public safety and welfare. Ex- murder, dowry, food adulteration etc. Major acts
governing criminal laws are: Indian Penal Code, 1860, Criminal Procedure Code, 1973, Indian Evidence
Act, 1872.

Functions of judiciary:
v Interpretation of the constitution; interpretation of certain technical phrases, concepts in

simplified so that everyone can understand.

v Guardian of the constitution; It makes sure that no law either framed by central government or
state government cannot violate the constitution.

v Prevention of violation of laws; in case of violation of law, a suit is filed against the offender to check
whether there is violation or not.

v' Administrative functions; appointment of officers and staff members, maintenance of records
and other day to day functions.

v Advisory functions; It gives advices to either executive or legislative whenever they ask to do so.

v Protection of fundamental rights; Judiciary acts as the protector of the rights enjoyed by the people
guaranteed by the law of the land or constitution.

Positive impact of judiciary in India:
v Women empowerment, to address the gender discrimination; Triple talaq(Shayara Bano v. Union

of India & Others), Adultery is no longer a crime (IPC section 497)

v Protection of interests of public; Right to privacy is declared as a Fundamental Right (Justice K. S.
Puttaswamy and Anr. vs Union Of India And Others).

v Eradication of social evils; child marriage, child slavery, human trafficking, dowry etc.

v Upliftment of weaker sections; Ex- legalising homosexual relationships (LGBT as third gender - IPC
377), untouchables, SC/ST.

v Helps to maintain communal harmony/brotherhood in the society; guidelines to prevent communal
violence such as mob lynching etc.

Check and balance on legislation and executive; To reduce the criminalization of politics ( Lily
Thomas vs Union of India)

Upholds the democratic principles; especially during elections - allowing NOTA option, Electronic
Voting Machines.

Helps to resolve problems of modern era as current issues are evolving with the help of advanced
technologies such as digital technology, internet, Artificial Intelligence etc.; Recently Supreme
Court has abolished Section 66A of Information act (Shreya Singhal v. Union of India).

Challenges being faced by judiciary in India:

v

Issue of judicial overreach; going out of the constitution to deliver justice while doing so it will
override the power of legislature; Ex- Liquor ban within 500 meters from any nation highway,
making compulsory of singing nation anthem in cinema halls etc.

Lack of accountability and transparency; declaring National Judicial Appointment Commission act
as unconstitutional so that judges including CJI will be appointed by Collegium only.

Lack of staff; 36 %( 392/1079) vacancies in high courts, 18% (6/34) vacancies in supreme courts,
almost 6000 vacancies in sub ordinate courts.

Lack of efficiency; delay in solving cases; Number of cases in pending in supreme Court in 2017 is
58,438; Similarly in High Courts, number of cases pending as per 2016 data is -40.15 lakh. According
to the latest National Judicial Data Grid statistics, over 3 crore cases are pending across courts in
India.

Sometimes when parties such as states won't follow Supreme Court orders which may lead to lose
faith in the working nature of it; Ex- interstate water disputes.

Lack of compliance with the international standards; especially in arbitration mechanism; Ex-
Vodafone issue.

Judicial procedure is very complex, costly and dilatory.

Lack of expertise; personnel, lawyers etc.

Ways ahead:

Capacity building of judiciary personnel with advanced technologies so that they will be able to
capable to resolve different kinds of issues; Ex- Cyber crimes + ethical training of personal which in
turn reduces the judiciary hurdles such as corruption, delay etc.

Establishment of benches of Supreme Court; which not only reduces the burden over Supreme
Court but also helps in speedy disposal of cases.

Increasing the retirement ages of judges as done in quasi judicial bodies so that more experience
and expertise can be retained that will be helpful in efficient delivery if justice.

Adoption of advanced technologies; digitisation- e court; live streaming of video conference of
nationally important court hearings which also increases the accountability and transparency in
judiciary.

Updating or reframing of certain laws in India; Alternative Dispute Resolution mechanism.
Establishment of independent body to look after the cases related to non constitutional matters.
Improving the institutional architecture and empowering them; Gram nyayalayas

Reduction of costs of litigation in certain cases.

Recruiting the qualified and capable law graduates to judiciary especially in lower courts; All India
Judicial Services.

Role of policing in the development of the nation

Definition:

Police, body of officers representing the civil authority of government which is responsible for maintaining

public order and safety, enforcing the law and preventing, detecting, and investigating criminal activities.

State police forces generally have two arms: civil and armed police. The civil police are responsible for day-

to-day law and order and crime control. Armed police is kept in reserve, till additional support is required in
situations like riots.

Enforcement of state legislations, major and minor laws and upholding constitutional values like
fundamental duties (51A (a), 51A (e), 51A(g) etc) fundamental rights (Article 14, 15,25,21 etc), DPSPs etc.
Democratic and election related duties.

Collection of intelligence data and sharing with concerned authorities.

Challenges in policing:

Frequent Political interference: Politicians have used police for personal use (2nd ARC report) and related
issues such as police - criminals’ nexus.

Lack of efficiency; poor quality of investigation (Law commission report); Between 2005 and 2015, crime rate
(i-e., crime per lakh population) for cognizable (no warrant required) crimes has increased by 28%. However,
convictions have been low. In 2015, convictions were secured in 47%;

Misuse of power; Prakash Singh vs Union of India case issues like raised instances of unauthorised
detentions, torture, harassment, etc. against ordinary citizens. And Conflict of interests (Public interest vs
private interest) - Utilization of government services and vehicles for personal uses.

Lack of expertise- Various types issues to be resolved by same personal for example social crimes (child
marriage, child slavery), economic crimes (narcotic drugs, counterfeit of currency), environmental
crimes(forest resources, poaching), political crimes (corruption in governance, illegal ways to get Political vote
bank in elections), cultural crimes ( clashes between groups, communal harmony), technological crimes ( cyber
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crimes) etc.; Dynamic nature of crimes because of which police personnel is required to upgrade their skill
sets regularly.

v Coordination issues. Overlapping of functions of different bodies like between police and other investigating
agencies like NIA, CBI etc.

v" Lack of necessary facilities. Ex- outdated arms and ammunitions. As per CAG report on shortages of
weaponry in state police force ( Rajasthan -75%, W.B. - 71%) + 30.5% of vehicles shortage across all states

v Infrastructural issues: Outdated prisons, lack of women friendly facilities, less number of rooms
(Overcrowding of jails).

v Lack of financial assistance: Expenditure on police formed 3% of the total budget for states. Only 14% of
total expenditure is on modernization efforts.

v' Misconceptions related to working ethics of police in public. Like all police receive bribery, they misuse their
power; they misbehave with ordinary citizens etc.

v" Lack of power in certain cases. Ex- Restrictions imposed under RTI act.

v" Outdated laws and lack of effective implementation of laws. Ex Indian Penal Code, 1860, Indian Police Act,
1861 etc. These are to be revisited or reframed newly (Malimath Committee).

Ways ahead:
v Awareness generation about police role in public. Ex: Community Policing Model (Friends of Police in Tamil

Nadu, Janamaithri Suraksha Yojana in Kerala, Mohalla Committees in Maharashtra etc), Mahila Police
Volunteers initiative and Student Police Cadet (SPC) programme by by Ministry of Home Affairs.

v" Skilling and training for advanced kinds of problems. + Ethical training to reduce immoral actions done by
police force. Nipun e learning portal by Delhi Police, 2nd Young Superintendent of Police Conference in
New Delhi.

v Filling vacancies. Appointing Efficient and capable candidates and needs based exam pattern and
qualifications to be updated (Padmanabhaiah committee)

v’ Appreciation and awarding best officers.

v Enhancing safety features of police while working. Ex like effective masks providing, advanced level bullet
proof jackets.

v' Advanced technologies application like in database storage (cloud based technology), in trafficking (
speedometer, real time traffic assessment), tearing gases, explosive detection devices etc.

v Increasing the representation of weaker sections like women in higher decision making levels or
supervisory ranks (0.85% women strength in India currently).

v" Random inspection by higher authorities to check on misconduct and enhancing quality of works.

v' Alternate dispute resolution mechanism means Police acting as a third party in resolving the cases
informally.

v" Role of senior officers in assisting junior officer while discharging of functions.

v Promoting coordination among different bodies or agencies.

v' Infrastructural reforms: CCTV cameras - to check on working culture of police + to increase effective FIR
filing (online and offline); Prison reforms(Mulla Committee); Providing all permissible sustenance and
shelter to everyone in the custody + provisions of any scheme available. India’s First Coastal Policing
Academy in Gujarat.

v" Following the principles of impartiality, human rights norms and ethical standards in cases which involve
clashes among communities or groups.

v Behaving properly, guide and assisting the members of public like physically challenged people, elderly,
women and poor people etc.

v Advanced technologies; Police Telecommunication Network (POLNET), Humanoid robot KP bot in Kerala;
Roadeo traffic robot in Pune; laser guns to detect over-speeding in Gujarat.

v Independent Complaints Authority to lessen the burden on police as suggested by The Second
Administrative Reforms Commission and the Supreme Court.
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v Uniform Wage payment to be carried out in state police force like One Rank One Pension in Military and
giving them bonus periodically will reduce the corruption among police (Dharmaveera Committee and
Auradkar Committee)

Challenges in reducing illicit impact of Social Media:

¢ Lack of effective law making .ex presently there is no specific law to govern internet in India.

+» Lack of expertise (especially in such fields where public data is handled)

+» Speed of sharing of the information and it is also difficult to identify and control the source of the data
generated.

+» Negligence by public.

+¢ Lack of awareness.

+¢ Overlapping of functions of various institutions or bodies. (Official secrets act vs. RTI act).

Ways ahead for effective usage of social media:

» Effective institutional set up. Ex- CERT in, Cyber Swachchata Kendras etc
